A place to Grow

Since the development of the township of Dharan started 97 years
ago, it has continued to grow and prosper. Although the major earthquake of
1932 did extensive damage to Dharan and the eastern half of Nepal, it was only
one year later that Dharan was able to inaugurate its new main street and
bazar. The British aided the growth of Dharan in 1953 by opening the Gorkha
Recruitment Center. This added many new developmental facilities. On Nov.
16, 1960 the municipality of Dharan was officially established. Fourteen years
later the 24-acre Industrial Park opened the door for new industry.

In 1989, Dharan was again struck by a devastating earthquake but
soon rebuilt and continued its growth. In 1993 B.P. Koirala Institute of Health
Sciences was founded. Today Dharan continues to enjoy vigorous growth
especially in the fields of health care, education and community.

B.P. koirala Institute of Health Sciences is not only a major
educational center providing medical degrees but its professional staff also
provides high quality health care services to the entire eastern region of Nepal
and parts of northern India. Built as a joint venture between the governments of
Nepal and India, it features some of the most up-to-date medical equipments
available. As the newly completed facility reaches its full capacity it will more
than double the available hospital beds in Dharan. Itis also serviced by six local
ambulances.

Dharan's health care needs are also provided for by a two health
posts, six mother/child clinics sponsored by the municipality as well as two
natural medicine (ayurvedic) clinics.

Hub of Tourism.

With 39 temples and mandir Dharan is a popular pilgrimage spot
for many. Pindeshwar, Dantakali and Budha Subba Temples are all located in
historically and archeologically important Bijayapur. Koshi Tappu Wildlife
Reserve is the only refuge for wild buffalo and is home for more than 300
species of birds. Rafting is possible on the Arun and Tamor Rivers. Bhedetar
is a growing scenic area Dharan is also the gateway to many tourist
destinations in the north-east such as Dhankuta, Taplejung, Mt. Makalu and
Kanchanjunga.
